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1. POLICY

Creighton University Principal Investigators must disclose to potential funders any relationship
defined as nepotism in Creighton University Policy 2.2.4., “Nepotism.”

A disclosure of the relationship to the Principal Investigator must be included in the personnel
section of the budget justification of any grant application. In addition, the Principal Investigator
must complete the procedures of the Creighton University Policy 2.2.4., “Nepotism” and provide

Sponsored Programs Administration with a copy of the letter from the University President
approving an exception to the University policy prior to acceptance of a grant award.
